Successful applicants to the incoming Fall 2024 thesis class will be notified within a few weeks after the submission of their application. Upon admission, students will receive a complimentary copy of Thomas S. Mullaney and Christopher Rea, Where Research Begins: Choosing a Research Project That Matters to You (and the World) (Chicago, 2022). 

Before the end of the spring 2024 semester, working with guidance from next year’s Honors director, Professor Erik Gellman (egellman@email.unc.edu), the incoming students will a) arrange at least one substantial meeting with their thesis adviser; and b) formulate and submit to the Honors director a written plan for their initial research over the course of the following summer. (Research in this context could mean visiting a library or archive; reading primary source materials in published print form or digital repositories online; and/or reading relevant secondary literature for their planned thesis project.) 

During the next academic year, students will enroll in History 691H (Fall) and 692H (Spring). On the first day of History 691H, students will submit a report on their summer research agenda: what they accomplished, what was left undone, and what they need to do in the coming weeks to advance their thesis. More details about this assignment will be provided before the start of the fall 2024 semester.

Students are encouraged to apply for funding in support of their summer research from Honors Carolina and the History Department (Boyatt and Kusa awards) as well as other sources such as the Summer Undergraduate Research Fellowship (SURF). Watch for further notifications from the History department about these funding opportunities.
